Coren’s mind was the idea that someday he might
play bridge again -- much less win the Blue Rib-
bon Pairs with Marc Jacobus.

Coren, a Fort Lauderdale FL attorney, suffers
from Crone’s Disease. In 1994 he went into a coma
and spent four months on a ventilator. Doctors esti-
mated his chances of survival at 10,000 to one.

When he came out of the coma, his muscles were
atrophied and he weighed less than 120 pounds. A
long-term rehabilitation followed during which
Coren spent part of his time watching bridge games
on OKbridge. With the help of his nurse, Coren be-
gan communicating with Peter Weichsel, Benito
Garozzo and Robert Levin.

At the end of 1995, he attended the Jekyll Island
(GA) regional with Weichsel. Later that year he
played in the Blue Ribbon Pairs with Mark Lair.
