Boston, Massachusetts

Jim Barrow of Lake Charles LA has broken the
record for the most masterpoints earned in ayear, offi-
cially referred to as the Barry Crane Top 500
masterpoint contest.

Barrow, who was a member of a winning knock-
out team Tuesday evening, earned enough masterpoints
in the event to surpass the 15-year-old record of 3270
points established by Grant Baze. Barrow’s unofficial
total now stands at 3282 masterpoints.

“It'safull-timejob,” said Barrow, who has planned
to perform this feat for many years.

“I first tried thisin 1980, but at the time | wasn't
experienced enough and, moreimportantly, | forgot to
ask Barry Crane's permission.” Crane, the renowned
matchpoint wizard, dominated the contest for decades
and was such a force that he frequently decided who
would wintherace (if hedidn’t do so himself) by play-
ing with aparticular person that he would designate as
that year's heir-apparent.

“1 think I hurt hisfeelings by not asking, too” said
Barrow who finished second in the 1980 race.

With Crane’'s murder in 1985, the cult-of-person-
ality that so influenced the contest disappeared, but
Barrow would have to wait severa years for another
opportunity to win the race to present itself.

Barrow, 57, decided he wanted to wait for a year
in which he had the time and the money to pursue the
race full-time. He also wanted to keep a day-to-day
journal of the race in order to write a book about his
experiences.

“A woman named Kay Blake, from Lake Charles,
is putting together a book for me based on my notes,”
said Barrow. “I don’t expect it to be a money maker,
but there might be some players interested in reading
about what the daily grind islike”

Barrow said that he has played with 150-175 part-
ners and teammates over the course of 1999. He has
semi-regular partnerships with David Adams, John
Potter, Jim Robison, Hugh McL ean and David Siebert,
and Phil Brady. Brady was on the team that put him

over thetop, along with Jim Murphy, Dar Afdahl, Judi
Cody and JoAnne Casen.

“1 knew that | would win this race unless someone
like Soloway or Meckstroth set out to win the thing
themselves. But it'salot of work, alot of travel and it
wasn’t alwaysfun. In order to break therecord, | knew
that I’d have to win 75-80 masterpoints a week. Even
when | did well at aregional, | knew I'd haveto get up
the next morning, travel to anew tournament and do it
all over again.”

The quest was a personal one for Barrow, but de-
spite the tiring, year-long schedule, he seems philo-
sophical about the race.

“1 don't equate it with anational or world champi-
onship. It was just for fun.”

Player of the Year,
Decarde races

The Player of the Year winner is that player who
earnsthe most masterpointsin nationally-rated events,
which pay platinum points. The “platinum race” in-
cludes events such as the Grand National Teams, Se-
nior events and various Women's championships, but
not Junior, Flight B or other restricted events.

Jeff Meckstroth leads the 1999 POY contest with
542.24 platinum points. Meckstroth added 340 plati-
num pointsto histotal at thisyear’s Summer NABCin
San Antonio by winning both the Grand National
Teams, Flight A and the Spingold Knockout champi-
onship.

Close behindislongtime partner Eric Rodwell who
has 522.88 points.

TheAppeal: E/W appealed the Director’s ruling.
East did not attend the hearing. West wasin a hurry to
catch atrain. The facts not being in dispute, and the
parties being amicable to it, an abbreviated fact find-
ing session ensued with both sides stating their case.
West then left. West stated that his own club length
told him that East’s double was manifestly not atrump
stack. His own length in both majors detracted from
his partner’s tricks on defense while increasing the
chance that 34 would make. He considered that bid-
ding 34 was simply a bridge valuation and that the
tempo of the double was irrelevent. E/W have played
together twicein the last year — the length of the part-
nership. N/S believed that aslow double made removal
to 34 by West more attractive. At the vulnerability the
chance of plus 200 from 3% doubled and minus 200
from 34 werereal.

The Committee Decision: The Committee was
of the opinion that the correct bridge bid with the West
cards wasto remove the double of 3 to 34. While at
any other vulnerability there would clearly be no logi-
cal aternative to this action because of the major-suit
length, here it was worth further consideration to en-
sure that the same logic applied.
