Buckman’s plan for 2006:
honor ACBL's teachers

Of all the presidents the ACBL has had
through the years, Harriette Buckman may have
the most varied resume. She has literally done it
all — caddy, tournament director, bridge teacher —
not to mention a host of different administrative
jobs from the club level to the ACBL Board of
Directors.

As ACBL President for 2006, Buckman plans
to take all that experience on the road in a
campaign to acknowledge the great contribution of
ACBL’s bridge teachers.

Buckman says that she plans a series of

“I want to energize our teachers,” she says,

the caddy of longest standing in the organization,”
she says, quickly adding, “Notice I didn’t say
oldest!”

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Dangerous Opponents
By Lynn Berg

While it is true that our opponents always try to be dangerous, it
helps when planning the play of the hand to figure out which is the
dangerous opponent. As you plan the play of a trump contract, you
usually count losers and look for ways to eliminate them. In notrump,
count winners and look for more. But your opponents have a game
plan, too, and you must take care to protect your contract from their
plans.

You have opened INT with what looks like a good spade stopper:
K-J-9. A spade is led, and dummy produces the a7 6. You play low
and third hand plays the 10, so you win the Jack. Do you know which
opponent is the dangerous one? Although your left-hand opponent has
the spade length, it is the right-hand opponent who is dangerous. If THE 5 LEVE‘ L‘
lefty wins a trick in another suit, he can’t lead a spade without giving _T- CUULD R
you another trick in the suit. But lefty’s partner, upon winning a trick, .:.OD I CGULD 1
can lead through your spade holding and defeat your contract if LHO THE N R
started with more than four spades.

You can have dangerous opponents in trump contracts, too. Your
right-hand opponent has bid hearts, and you end up playing the
contract in spades. Lefty leads the ¥ A and you chuckle to yourself:
you have ¥K 7 2. LHO continues hearts and you win the king. Now
who’s dangerous? Surely not the fellow with the doubleton heart but
rather his partner, who can lead hearts and give partner a ruff.

Check out this deal. You are in 3NT.

You are lucky and get a heart opening lead to the 9, 10, and your
king. Your luck continues as you cash the two top diamonds and find
them 2-2. You have counted your winners: five diamonds, a heart, two
spades for sure.

It would seem easier to play the ace and then lead the 10, but that
would let righty, the dangerous opponent, in if the finesse loses.

You are always on for 3NT when LHO has the &A.

The opening lead should be like an air raid siren to you—alerting you of
dangers ahead. Always stop for a minute and think about what you know from the
bidding and the lead. And remember to ask yourself, Which of my opponents is
the dangerous one on this deal?

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Buckman played her first duplicate game at
age 15 with her father, a gifted tournament player.
“I have been enjoying the game since I took out
my first membership in 1950,” she says.

A lifelong resident of Chicago, Buckman
earned a degree in education from Northern
[llinois University and taught middle school for 22
years — “sixth through eighth grade,” she says,
“and I have all the scars to prove it.” She had to
give up teaching because of the onset of asthma.

After graduation from college, Buckman
married Bob Hirsch, a Life Master with whom she
had two daughters, Lauren and Karen. Hirsch died
in 1989 and she married Fred Buckman in 1990,
prompting her daughter to ask if she could ever be
married to a non-bridge player.

“My answer,” she says, “had a lot to do with
Fred’s being the most patient, understanding
fellow in the world, since my vocation, avocation,
volunteerism and passion are all tied up in the
game.”

Her days as a teacher, Buckman says, helped
her learn to juggle many tasks at once and do a
good job with all of them.

She has always been one to take a leadership
role in whatever she undertakes, starting with a
seventh-grade girls’ club way back when.

As a player, she naturally gravitated to the
administrative side of the game, although her
teaching career and family obligations limited her
participation early on.

In the mid-Seventies, she started a newcomer
game that grew to 20 tables. Later she added an
open game that she ran successfully for 20 years.

In the early Eighties she was recruited by the
late National TD Bobbie Shipley to become a
tournament director. She held that job for three

years, but gave it up when she had an opportunity
to become a member of the Chicago unit board.
She held a variety of jobs with the Chicago unit,
including president in 1990-91.

In 1998, Buckman was elected to the ACBL
Board of Directors to represent District 13, “and
what a learning experience this has been,” she
says. “Among the things I learned was that
tapping into my administrative and organizational
experiences as a classroom manager would serve
me well on the ACBL Board.”

Since joining the ACBL Board, Buckman has
served as chair of the search committee that
brought ACBL Counsel Peter Rank on board. She
also chaired the committee that revised the Grand
National Teams/North American Pairs format and
returned them to grass-roots events, and is ACBL’s
liaison with the American Bridge Association.

When she first joined the ACBL board, she
says, she never thought about being ACBL
President. Her husband Fred’s recent retirement,
however, opened the door for her to take on the
job, and she is excited to have a chance to pursue
what she considers a highly important mission.

“I think the President should find a project
that suits him or her,” she says.

On the state of the game, Buckman says she
believes that the ACBL is serving the members
better today than ever. “Technology is a big part of
that,” she says, “but we are a more service-
friendly organization now.”

Buckman maintains an optimistic view of the
future of bridge and the ACBL. “For a long time
duplicate has gotten a bad rap as unfriendly and
too tough,” she says. “I believe Zero Tolerance
and Active Ethics have made a difference in those
areas.”

ACBL’s new President says she thrilled that
the 2006 Summer NABC will be in Chicago. “I’'m
really energized to be able to welcome the bridge
community back to a truly world-class city that
has something to offer everyone.”

Notice that count in diamonds
was irrelevant as well, with all those entries in
dummy. The ¢9 would have been suit-preference
for hearts, while the #4 showed a preference for
clubs.

East, therefore, won the ¢Q and shifted to a
club. Declarer played low and ducked when West
put in the 10. Declarer also ducked the next club
lead, winning the third round. At that point, he led
the ¢ K. Luckily for him, East had no more clubs,
so the contract made on the nose.

In the postmortem after the game, however,
upon examining the hand-records, West looked up
from his drink and said to East, “We should have
beaten this contract.”

East pointed to the place on the hand-record
where Deep Finesse, the double-dummy software
program, stated that nine tricks can always be
made against best defense. West said, “Don’t be a
turkey. And don’t be a computer! All you have to

do is win the first diamond trick with the ace.”
Indeed, after a club return, declarer will win
the first round of clubs, playing for 12 tricks. He’ll
cash four heart tricks and take another diamond
finesse. East then wins the queen and the
defenders cash three clubs for down one.
Happy Thanksgiving.

%10. Have you ever seen this play before? On the
return of the %10, declarer is finished. If she plays
the jack, West can win and play her other club
honor, establishing a trick for my 8. Isn’t that a
neat position?

Section tops

Stoxen is a part-time TD, so he has a full-time
job with the state of North Dakota working with
computers. After graduating from Dickinson, Stoxen
moved to Montana, where he taught high school and
coached every sport at the small school.

Just when he was granted tenure at the high
school, Stoxen took off for Oregon, where he went
to funeral directors’ school. He plied that trade for
about four years before returning to North Dakota.

Stoxen started bridge as a youngster —1
learned math from cards,” he said — and played in
college, including some duplicate. When he moved
back to North Dakota from Oregon he learned
directing to help out at a local club.

One day, he arrived at a sectional in Dickinson
planning to play, and the director-in-charge, the late
Dale Egholm, greeted Stoxen with a question: “Did
you get the letter from the ACBL?”

“What letter?” said Stoxen.

“The tournament is bigger than we expected,”
said Egholm. “You’re directing.”

Stoxen enjoys working as a TD: “It’s a different
challenge.”

As for the funeral director’s license, he
acknowledges that “it has rarely come in handy
during a bridge tournament.”

“I started playing bridge in high school. Three
of my friends and I played poker, but we got
bored with it and decided to learn bridge.”
Feldman describes playing duplicate bridge in Las
Angeles at that time as “incredibly exciting.” He
tells about going to the local game and playing
against Charles Goren, who lived in LA at that
time, as well as a list of other players that reads
like a who’s who of bridge.*

“When I went to college I continued to play
bridge in the student union,” he says. There he
majored in literature with an emphasis on Russian
literature.

Feldman says he loves the esthetics of bridge.
“Michael Rosenberg uses deductive reasoning. He
can take a problem and solve it. I work the other
way,” he explains. “I use inductive reasoning.”
He says that he can work from certain situation or
circumstances and reach a general conclusion
from that. “I have a great curiosity and like to find
answers to questions or problems by focusing on
it.”

Trying to find answers to puzzles was what
led him to become a best-selling author. “I was
working for NBC in New York City (now
Feldman’s home). One Saturday I went grocery
shopping and began looking at the nutrition
information on the cereal boxes. I was struck by
the fact that all of them had exactly 110 calories,”
Feldman says. “How could Kellogg’s Frosted
Flakes have the same number as regular corn
flakes?” he wondered. Surely the sugar coating
would cause them to have more.

On the way home, he began to think more
about the answer to this and it came to him that
this and similar questions could be a book. The
word “imponderables” also came to mind. Aha, he
thought, this is a book title.

Since then, 10 books have followed. Feldman
has built a loyal following of readers who send in
“imponderables” to him to be included in future
books. A board game, Malarkey, has been
marketed and is based on the same concept —
answers to questions similar to those found in his
books.

When not able to play bridge in person,
Feldman often plays online. One of his regular
partners is another author, James Gleick, who no
longer lives in New York City. The Internet is the
perfect solution for a long-distance partnership. “I
am friends with Uday Ivatury and his wife. We
play on Bridge Base. I also try and attend the New

York regionals,” he says.
Can you guess what the name of Feldman’s

web site is? It’s no surprise that it is
www.imponderables.com.
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The 78% solution

At the 2005 Spring NABC in Pittsburgh,
something occurred that had the bridge world
buzzing. In the first qualifying session of the Silodor
Open Pairs [, Italy’s Alfredo Versace, playing with
George Jacobs of Hindsdale IL, had game that
seems inconceivable in such a strong field.

On a 25 top, the two scored 78.31%.

Accurate records of big games do not exist, but
the score achieved by Jacobs and Versace might
well be the biggest ever in a national event.

The Official Encyclopedia of Bridge listed a
score of 77.4% by S. Garton Churchill and partner.
Eric Murray was credited with a huge game once
but none other than Bart Bramley determined that
this game eked it out for the record.

Remarkably, of the 26 boards played by Versace
and Jacobs, not one was below average — or even
average, for that matter. Their worst score was a 13,
half a matchpoint above average.

Naturally, Jacobs and Versace said “we got
lucky,” but a review of the game shows that there
were many good bids and plays involved.

Jacobs and Versace are not strangers to big
games. Two years ago, playing in the final of the
Victor Mitchell Open Board-a-Match Teams with
different partners (Versace with Lorenzo Lauria,
Jacobs with Ralph Katz), they posted a score of 21.5
out of 26 (82.69%). Jacobs and Versace have played
five times as partners in the Blue Ribbon Pairs with
finishes of third, 10th, 14th twice and one time out
of the money.

Here’s a review of some of their boards.

They started against many-time world
champions Nick Nickell and Dick Freeman with
their worst round, only 16.5 and 13.5.

Playing Board 9 involves a guess to make 4s,
which Versace got right, but getting there is not
easy. After East opened with 1 ¢, Versace overcalled
1 s, and Jacobs bid 3a over the negative double
with a lone jack as his high-card assets — he did
have four trumps — and nothing could stop Versace
from bidding game, which was cold.

On the next board they right-sided a 4 contract
to get another good board. The round was one of
eight times they scored more than 40 points out of
50.

Board 11 was frightening as Versace was
doubled in 3 and looking at six losers.

Who knows how long East might have kept
doubling if given the chance. His third double was

passed out, however, and Versace had to make nine
tricks in hearts.

West led a low club to the ace and a club was
returned, won by South’s king. Versace led his
diamond to the king and ace and, with no trump to
return, East was helpless. Versace was able to
discard two spades on good diamonds and lost only
four aces. It does no good to duck the diamond —
Versace would simply ruff out the ace, and declarer
would lose two spades and two other aces. Plus 530
was worth 24 out of 25.

On board 12, Versace and Jacobs created a bit
of bad luck for the opponents.

A diamond contract produces 11 tricks. Only
nine were available in spades.

On board 13, there was good news and bad
news for Jacobs and Versace. The good news is they
kept their opponents out of a making partial. The
bad news is that they got to play INT with only six
tricks. Jacobs needed to play like a man who had
seven tricks in the bank and was just looking for
some more. He did and plus 90 got 16.6 more.

Curiously, the 78% game featured only one cold

top — on board 27 — when Jacobs and Versace bid to
a no-play 4a but saw the opponents take a phantom
save in 5%, down three doubled for plus 500.

Versace’s splinter in his singleton ace was
designed, most likely, to deflect an opening lead
from the other minor. At IMPs it wouldn’t have
mattered, but the two were chagrined that they
didn’t get to the top spot of 7NT, thereby leaving 6
more matchpoints on the table.

Jacobs, who thought they had extras
and the best declarer in the world, made the
matchpoint bid of 3NT, a decision that was soon
rewarded.

Versace won the opening diamond lead with the
jack as East made a nice play by ducking. As
Versace ran the hearts, he took note that East played
the 10 followed by the low one. To Versace this
looked like a man signaling for spades. So he
cashed three diamonds, five hearts, then played the
&K and a club to the ace. Now, when he led a
spade, East was forced to win and give declarer a
spade in the end. Making 11 tricks was worth 24 out

On the play of the %8, West must discard a

spade or Jacobs’ #3 is good. Jacobs pitches the #3
and the pressure shifts to East, who must also
discard a spade to keep the ¢Q from scoring. Jacobs
took the 13th trick with the aJ for plus 520 and 22
matchpoints.

There were other breaks for Jacobs and Versace,
who watched one declarer with a side suit of three
to the ace opposite six to the Q-10 play low to the
queen, losing to the singleton king and later to the
jack as well.

When the burners came out after 11 rounds,
Jacobs and Versace had a game of 78.20% — and it
went up over the next two rounds.

They had only four minus scores, for which
they received a total of 73 matchpoints out of a
possible 100. None of their minuses came on boards
they played.

Also of interest, of course, is the fact that they
didn’t win the event. They were second.

The opening 2& bid was Schenken showing
clubs and less than a big club opener.

The defense started with & A and another club
which dummy ruffed and declarer was in trouble.
At best it looked as if he had one loser in each
suit. At trick three he led the aJ, covered by the
queen and won with the ace. He returned a spade
and West was in with the king. He led his low
trump and Dauer won the #J. He ruffed a club,
then took the ace and king of trumps, leaving one
trump outstanding with East.

But now he led two more spades and East was
on the horns of a dilemma. If he ruffed in on a
spade, he would have to break the heart suit,
allowing declarer to pick up the suit without loss.
And if he didn’t ruff in, declarer had his 10 tricks
via three diamonds, two club ruffs, three spades
and two hearts.

Defender seduced by slick swindle

The aK was led and Rosenkranz took the ace.

And now
Rosenkranz led the a4!

Put yourself in North’s position. His partner
played the a9 to the first trick and declarer never
bid spades. North was looking at the a2 and had
seen the 3 on the first trick. Unless his partner’s 9
was a singleton, it had to be right to play low —
any spade South had would take the trick. So
North played the a2. The a5 gave Rosenkranz the
entry he needed to set up hearts while the K was
still an entry to run them. Rosenkranz won 10
tricks for a top.

When the jack was led, she covered
with the king and her a9 would eventually be a
trick. There was still the & A for the setting trick.
If declarer had not ruffed high, Schulle can trump
with her a9 forcing the ace and her king would be
good. Either way, the ruff and sluff promoted a
trump trick for her.

Now the & 10 forced declarer to ruff
in dummy with the #4. When Lesniewski
followed with a low spade from dummy, East had
to ruff in with the &5 to keep declarer from
scoring the 2.

Lesniewski overruffed with the &J and played
the &2 to the 3, queen and ace. East then played a
fourth round of diamonds. Lesniewski discarded a
heart from hand and, when West ruffed the
diamond with the %9, discarded dummy’s fourth
spade. This was the position with two cards to
