ACBL bans electronic
devices in national events

The ACBL Board of Directors approved a
comprehensive ban on electronic devices for all
national level events, but not to regional or
Intermediate Newcomer contests:

Electronic devices, excluding health related
equipment, capable of sending or receiving

communication, including but not limited to,
headphones, earphones, cellular phones and
minicomputers: (1) shall not be allowed in the
playing areas, adjacent hallways, restrooms or
accessible break areas; and (2) shall not be used
during a session.

These restrictions shall apply to all pairs, team
members, captains, coaches, recorders and kibitzers
and shall apply throughout any actual playing
session or segment.

A violation of this policy shall result in a
disciplinary penalty of one full board (or 12 IMPs at
that form of scoring) for the first offense. A second
offense shall result in disqualification from the event
for the pair/team.

Kibitzers violating this policy shall be removed
from the playing area for the remainder of the
session.

The Summer North American Bridge
Championships in Las Vegas will be the first NABC
impacted by the new policy.

Participants in the following contests will be
reminded not to approach the playing area with a
personal electronic device in their possession, even
if the device is turned off: all flights of the Grand
National Teams, the von Zedtwitz, Bruce and Young
Life Master Pairs, the Spingold Knockout Teams,
both Mini-Spingolds, the Wagar Women's Knockout
Teams, the Truscott/USPC Senior Swiss Teams, the
Wernher Open Pairs, the NABC+ Fast Pairs, the
Mixed Board-a-Match Teams, the Open Swiss
Teams and the National 199er Pairs.

Bruce Ferguson of Boise ID has shared many
deals with the Daily Bulletin staff over the years,
and just about all of them have focused on
outstanding plays by his opponents. He was back
in the office again this week and, true to form, he
had another story of how his opponents’ feats had
cost him 4 IMPs in a Spingold Teams match.

After a routine auction, Ferguson (South) and
his partner, Bob Hollman of Santa Barbara CA,
arrived in a 2♥ contract. West led the ♦K, won by
dummy’s ♦A, and Ferguson led a heart to his
king. He exited with a low heart to West’s ♥10,
but East decided he wanted the lead, so he
overtook with the ♥A to fire back his ♣6.

Ferguson misguessed (“Anyone who’s that
anxious to lead a club through must be
underleading the ace, right?”) and played his ♣K,
losing to West’s ♣A. West returned a club to his
partner’s ♣Q, who led a spade back to West’s ♠A.
West cashed his ♦K and then delivered the final
blow by leading a third round of clubs for the
uppercut. East ruffed with his ♥9, setting up
West’s ♥J for the setting trick. 

Bruce was still shaking his head when he told
the story, but offered congratulations to the
perpetrators of the deadly defense: Les Amoils of
Toronto and Dan Korbel of Waterloo ON.

Dear New Players:
By Marti Ronemus

I know, I know. It’s hard to imagine all the
glamour, the
excitement. The great
shirts. The travel. The
way everyone hangs on
every word. The
respect. But I’m here to
tell you that being a
director isn’t as
thrilling as you might
think. It has its dark
side, too, and I’m going to tell you all about it.
Shhh. This is just between us.

Over the last 13 years, I’ve directed close to
5000 games, mostly at the club level, but a few
at ACBL tournaments, so my experience is fairly
reasonable. (Please don’t come to me with
director questions...thank heavens, ACBL’s got
real experts on that!) There are all kinds of tests
to become a director, all kinds of resources to
find answers to difficult procedural questions, but
no one teaches you what you really need to
know.

1) Coffee making. I know the second gallon
seems excessive, but get it started and in the pot.
Bridge players drink more coffee than guests at
an AA meeting. You don’t want to be around
players when they don’t have their coffee.
Mayhem.

2) Card finding. “Marti, I’ve got 12 cards.
Everyone else has 13.” Step one, count the cards
yourself. Usually they are stuck together. Not
there? Step two, look on the floor. Oh, there it is!
Not there? Step three, look under the table where
the boards were last round. Finally.

3) Partnership arranging. Phone calls.
Knowing who likes who, who is patient. I only
have one player who calls and asks for a good
partner. Everyone else calls asking for a nice
partner. (This, by the way, should be a clue to
you. Work on your personality; no one cares
about your bridge.)

4) Thermostat management. “Marti, it’s too
hot.” “Marti, it’s too cold.” Never in the history
of bridge has a room been “just right.” We solved
that problem at our club—we have a basket full
of shawls in almost every color to match any
outfit, and keep the room on the cool side,
working on the theory that you can always put
more layers on, but there is a limit to the number
you can take off. (Actually, the problem is never

solved.)
The director’s job is a little

different than new players
think. New players often view
the director as a “policeman”
and think that it’s bad
sportsmanship to call the
director. Not so.

The director’s job is to
keep the playing field equal.
We don’t penalize, we equalize.
Let me give you an example of
a common reason to call the
director.

It is West’s turn to lead,
and East leads by accident, out
of turn. New players especially
seem to think that it is rude to
call the director, and better to
just tell East to put it back and
have West lead.

But now there is an ethical
dilemma at the table. West has
a lot of information about
East’s hand that he shouldn’t
have. For example, did East
lead a low club? That means
East’s got a juicy honor in
clubs. Should West lead a club
now? Not only is it unfair to
the declarer for West to have
the information, but (and pay
attention here!) it is an unfair
disadvantage to all other East-
West pairs who are going to
play the board. Make sense?

So, the director is roused
from her stupor at the computer
table (actually, she’s making
more coffee), and she outlines
the choices the declarer has to
equalize the mistake.

Insufficient bid is
particularly troublesome. What if opener bids
1♥, and the next person bids 1♦. The polite
people at the table don’t call the director. Once
again, unauthorized info has been passed. What if
the diamond bidder wants to pass now? Is that
fair? Shouldn’t someone be there to straighten it
out?

One final and very important thought:
Sometimes in a desire to not “be a bad sport” by
calling the director, hidden hard feelings grow.
The person who allows a procedural mistake to

be fixed may end up feeling a little put out, when
it turns out to have given an unintended but
unfair advantage to the opponents. That’s why
calling the director is always the thing to do
when anything out of the ordinary happens at the
table.

(Also, I figure every director call uses up 50
calories. For heaven’s sake, please call me!!)
And let me hear from you. I love those new
player stories. mronemus@comcast.net.

Thinking bridge

Surrounding plays
Dlr: North ♠ 7 6
Vul: None ♥ J 7 6

Opening lead: ♠9.
Bidding commentary: As South, with only

15 high-card points, you really need a double
stopper in the opener’s suit to overcall 1NT.  You
do. As North, your raise to 2NT shows 8-9 HCP.

As South, after partner digs up a raise to 2NT,
you have the fastest pass in history.      

Lead commentary: As East, it is clear
partner has led from shortness. With ♠9 x x, an
unsupported suit, partner leads low.   

Defensive commentary: As East, there is no
future in spades, so turn your attention to hearts.
Assuming declarer has the king, the proper card
to lead is the queen, a surrounding play. You
have the jack surrounded with the queen and the
10 plus a higher unequal honor, the ace. Declarer
takes the king, but when partner gets in with the
♣A, his heart return gives your side three hearts
tricks to go along with the ♠A K and the ♣A.
Down one.     

When the dummy to your right has the J-x-x
and you have A-Q-10-(x), attack with the queen.
If you lead low and declarer has K-x-x, declarer
play low and takes two tricks. If you lead the
queen, declarer gets one. When dummy to your
right has the 10-x-(x) and you have A-J-9-(x) or
K-J-9-(x), attack with the jack. When dummy to
your right has the 9-x-(x) and you have K-10-8-
(x) or Q-10-8-(x), start with the 10. The common

denominator of these three surrounding plays is
having the dummy’s jack, 10 or 9 perfectly
surrounded by a higher and a lower card plus a
higher non-equal honor.

Facts: It was determined that 2♣ was

intended as “any one-suiter” (Cappelletti), and the
North—South card was marked as such. The 2♠
bid did not promise a five-card suit. A double of
2♥ would have been penalty. East—West were not
in a forcing auction.

Director’s ruling: East—West were
misinformed as to the actual North—South
agreement.  There was no logical alternative to
2♥, so Law 16A did not apply. With correct
information, it was judged that reaching 4♠ was
not likely, but it was at all probable. Using the
standards of Law 12C2, the table result of 2♠ by
West making four for a score of plus 170 was the

result for East—West. The North—South result
was adjusted to 4♠ by West making four for a
score of North—South minus 620.

The appeal: Both sides appealed the
director’s ruling. North, South and West appeared
at the hearing. The committee discovered that the
original director ruling was that the table result of
plus 170 would stand for both sides. Subsequently,
the director informed all parties that the score for
the offending pair was being changed to minus
620

North—South claimed that East—West would
rarely get to game and indicated that minus 620
yielded approximately 6 of 38 matchpoints.

West claimed that if East—West had been
given the proper information East would have
expected longer clubs in the West hand and
upgraded his hand sufficiently to offer a courtesy
3♠ raise.

The decision: In the actual auction that took
place at the table, the committee deemed the
misinformation was inconsequential to the final
East—West table result, South’s removal of 2♣
doubled was sufficiently irregular to arouse
suspicion. With the proper information, however,
the committee believed (and West stated) that
West would have bid 2♠ directly over the 2♣ bid.
The key question was whether the knowledge of a
five-card spade suit and competitive values would
be sufficient for East to raise to 3♠. The 1NT
overcall was described as showing 15+ to 18 high-
card points..

Per Law 12C2, 4♠ was deemed the “most
unfavorable result that was at all probable” for the
offending side. For the non-offending side the
committee was hotly divided over whether 4♠ met
the standards imposed by Law 12C2 (“the most
favorable result that was likely”).  The committee
majority subsequently decided that 4♠ did not
meet the standard. Thus, East—West were
assigned plus 170 while North—South were
assigned minus 620.

Finally, the subject of an appeal without merit
warning (AWMW) was discussed. The fact that
the director changed the original ruling was
deemed sufficient cause for North—South to
appeal.  The merits of a 3♠ raise by East were
deemed sufficient cause for East—West to appeal.
Thus, no AWMW was imposed.

Facts: The director was called after the play
of the hand. Both sides agreed to a short BIT after
the 4NT bid  and before making the 5♥ bid
(agreed as short, East—West claimed six to seven
seconds).

Director’s ruling: The director judged that
the BIT before bidding 5♥ demonstrably
suggested passing over a logical alternative of
bidding slam when North—South held all the key
cards (but missing the trump queen). Therefore, in
accordance with Laws 16 and 12C2, the table
result was changed to 6♥ by North—South and a
score of minus 50.

The appeal: Only the North player attended
the hearing. He said he passed the 5♥ response
because he was worried that the opponents would
lead a spade, and, with the loss to the ♥Q, he
would lose a spade and a trump. South’s auction
showed exactly three-card heart support because
with four or more hearts, South would use other
methods.

The decision: The committee discussed the
fact that South showing a better hand than he
actually held by continuing beyond 4♥. They also
discussed the fact that North skidded to a stop
after apparently finding the ♠A and ♦A in South’s
hand. Playing South to have the doubleton ace of
spades would present a problem in 6♥ if the
trump queen scored. The spade lead should not
present a problem in 6♦, however, due to the ♠Q
in the North hand. Give South a typical holding
such as:
♠A x     ♥J x x     ♦A K J x x     ♣Q x x,
with which he would proceed past 4♥. Were the
♣K favorably placed, 6♦ would be a good
contract, perhaps better than 5♥. 

The committee determined that the pause,
short though it was, was a BIT and provided
unauthorized information to North, that the UI
suggested doubt about the RKCB response, and
that such doubt demonstrably suggested pass over
6♦.

In accordance with Laws 16 and 12C2 the
committee adjusted the result to 6♦ by South,
down one, North-South minus 50.

The appeal was deemed to have merit.

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Wernher Open Pairs
has rich history

The Wernher Trophy
The Wernher Trophy was donated in 1934 by

Sir Derrick J. Wernher and presented to the winners
of the National Men’s Pairs Championship.

The event was contested at the Summer NABC
until 1962. It moved to
the Spring NABC in
1963 where it
remained for 40 years.
In 2004 it returned to
the Summer NABC
lineup. From 1969
through 1971, it was
contested as a three-
session championship.

In 1992 the event
became Open Pairs II,
a four-session event

which consists of two qualifying rounds and two
finals rounds.

Wernher (1889-1947) was a resident of London,
England and Deal NJ. A leading personality in
American bridge in the Thirties, Wernher was
president of the American Bridge League in 1933,
chairman of its Master Plan committee and a
member of the board of directors of the American
Whist League,

Wernher placed second in the Asbury Challenge
Teams (now the Spingold Knockout Teams) in 1936
and won the Reisinger (played in conjunction with
the New York regional) in 1930.

Norwegian wood
By Karen Walker

When faced with a tough decision in the
bidding, experienced matchpoint players often fall
back on two old "rules" to guide their thinking: 

(1) When in doubt, take the plus score.
(2) Consider how pairs at other tables will be

bidding your cards and your opponents' cards.
What's your matchpoint thinking on this deal

from the Friday evening qualifying session of the
Von Zedtwitz Life Master Pairs? As West, you
hold:

♠ A J 6 3 2
♥ 5
♦ 9 4 2
♣ A J 10 6

And you hear your opponents have this
"power" auction:

West North East South
1♦ Pass 1♠

Pass 2♣ Pass 2♥
Pass 3♣ Pass 3♥
Pass 3♠ Pass Pass (!)

?
A pass would be "automatic" for many, but

when Boye Brogeland of Norway held this hand,
he put some thought into his decision. He
followed Rule #2: Figure out what the field's
contract will be with these cards and estimate how
your result will compare.

The situation isn't looking good for your side.
Most North-South pairs will be propelled into a
doomed 4♠, and you were unlucky enough to be
playing a South who chose to stop low. 

How can you salvage a few matchpoints?
Brogeland doubled, which isn't as risky as it might
appear. If 3♠ is making, the double may not be all
that costly, as you expect a poor matchpoint score
for minus 140. If 3♠ goes down, you hope the
doubled penalty will get you back to even with
those pairs who defended 4♠ but did not double.

South had done some matchpoint thinking of
his own and had invoked Rule #1. With poor fits
in the side suits and minimum high-card values,
he decided to take the "sure" plus score and not
push to the iffy game.

Brogeland, West, led the ♣A, then cashed the
♠A and led the ♠2. Declarer won the ♠K and
cashed the ♣K, pitching a heart, then ruffed a
club. He can now make the contract if he guesses
which red A-K to cash first, but he chose the
wrong one (hearts). That allowed Brogeland to
ruff, exit safely with a diamond and escape any
possible endplay in trumps. In the end, declarer
had to settle for down one, losing a heart to East
and another trump to Brogeland's remaining ♠J 6.

As it turns out, defending the spade partscore
was going to be a better score than expected, since
Easts at several other tables had tried 2♥ overcalls
and suffered big penalties. Brogeland's bold
double still offered a nice payoff, though. He and
partner Rita Shugart collected 32 out of 38
matchpoints for  plus 100, 8 matchpoints more
than the score for plus 50.

Meckstroth played the ♦3 and West was
stuck.

If West played the ♥Q, Meckstroth would
overruff and make his 12th trick by ruffing a
spade. If West ruffed with the ♥A, Meckstroth
would pitch the spade from dummy and either ruff
the spade return in hand or, if West got out with
the ♥Q, play to the ♣A for trick 12.

Neil Montague of Swampscott MA and Natalie
Bassil of Boston MA did well to get to this excellent
grand slam in a team event. Some declarers would
see the 13 “easy” tricks and save their brain cells for
more challenging deals later in the session, but Neil
put some thought into the play.

When faced with this type of deal, a skilled
declarer always asks himself, “What could go
wrong?” Neil catered to those possibilities by
winning the opening club lead with dummy’s ♣A,
then cashing the ♥A and ♥Q from his hand. West
showed out on the second heart, so Neil cashed the
♠A and ruffed a spade with dummy’s ♥K. 

That careful play was rewarded when he saw
East show out on the second spade. All that was left
was for Neil to lead a trump back to his ♥9
(finessing East’s remaining ♥10 8), cash the  ♥J and
run his spades. 

Neil’s extra attention to the play resulted in a
big 20-IMP pickup for his team. The declarer at his
teammates’ table, also in 7♥, drew four rounds of
trumps, then ran into the 5-1 spade break and went
down two. 

Sakes alive, another 6-5!

Tom Oppenheimer of St. Louis MO faced two
difficult decisions in a row in a match from the
qualifying round of the NABC Senior Swiss
Teams. Both were 6-5 monsters that you never
seem to be dealt in first seat and, as expected, both
had to contend with preempts from the opponents.

On (1), Tom thought it likely the opponents

would keep bidding at this vulnerability, so he
chose the 4♣ overcall. Sure enough, West bid 4♠,
passed back to Tom, who bid 4NT to bring
diamonds into the auction. His partner, Kenny
Bland of St. Louis, bid 5♦ and Tom passed. 

That was a disappointing result, as they had
missed a good 6♦ contract. Partner held

♠ 4 3
♥ Q J 7 6 5
♦ A 9 6 4 3
♣ 2

All was not lost, though, because their
opponents at the other table had a bidding
misunderstanding. The player holding Tom’s cards
overcalled 4♠ and his partner, convinced that the
cuebid promised hearts and a minor, jumped to
6♥, down two. 

On (2), Tom thought his hand was too strong
for a Leaping Michaels 4♣ bid (passable in their
system). He saw no reason to introduce the clubs,
so he overcalled 4♥, which he said shows “a
mountain” in his partnership methods. Partner
Kenny took him at his word and Blackwooded
with

♠ A 2
♥ 10 9 7 5
♦ A J 8 3
♣ 7 4 3

Tom showed three keycards and when Kenny
bid 5NT, Tom jumped to 7♥. The ♣Q was onside
(whew!) and Tom’s team scored up a grand-slam
swing.

Win the continuation and play a
third club to pitch a diamond from dummy. Now a
spade to the 10, a diamond to the ace, diamond
ruff and a spade to the ace, as East discards,
produces this ending:

Board 19 from the first qualifying session of
the Wernher Open Pairs proved to be a difficult
play problem for most declarers. 

A common auction began with two passes, a
3♣ preempt by North and a 3NT overcall from
East, passed out. At first glance, it appears that
nine or even 10 tricks may be available, but few
declarers managed to take them. One who was
successful was Chuck Malcolm of Kansas City.
Here’s what happened at his table.

South’s opening lead was the ♥9. Chuck won
the ♥J and led a low spade toward dummy’s ♠J.
South popped with the ♠Q, which helped
declarer’s cause, but the contract still required
careful play. 

South led another heart to Chuck’s ace, and he
led a spade to North’s ♠A. North exited with her
last heart and Chuck overtook his ♥Q with
dummy’s ♥K. He cashed dummy’s ♥5, pitching a
club from hand, and led a club to his ♣K.

In his hand for the last time, he cashed the ♠K
and ♠10, setting up South’s fifth spade, and then
led a diamond toward dummy. South played the
♦Q, which Chuck ducked. She could cash her
long spade, but then had to lead a diamond to
dummy’s A-J. 

Making 3NT scored 32 out of a possible 38
matchpoints for East-West. 

The fast track
The winners of the Bruce LM-5000 Life

Master Pairs – Steve Johnson and Mark Teaford –
came within one matchpoint of a top on this deal
from the first final.

West led a low club, ducked to East’s jack.
The ♦Q from East collected the 2, king and ace.
Teaford played a heart to the king, noting West’s
play of the queen. Teaford then played a spade to
dummy’s jack, then cashed the ♠A and the ♥A
before exiting dummy with a low heart.

West was in again and continued with a low
club. Teaford inserted dummy’s ♣10 and claimed
his eight tricks for plus 760 and 33 out of 34
matchpoints.

A value-added safety play

The safety play is one of the workhorses of
declarer-play technique – not always as flashy as an
endplay or a squeeze, but it’s often a critical tool,
especially in team play. Occasionally, a well-judged
safety play comes with an extra reward, as Alan
Popkin of Chesterfield MO found on this deal from
the first qualifying round of the Truscott Senior
Swiss Teams.

Popkin, South, had no accurate way to show his
values over East’s 2♣ overcall, so he passed. When
his partner reopened with a double, Alan decided
that his club spots and the vulnerability weren’t right
for a penalty, so he bid 2NT to show moderate
values and club stoppers. His partner raised to 3NT
and West led the ♣5.

East won the ♣K and led the ♣10, won by Alan
with the ♣J. Alan led the ♠9, which won, and
another spade to dummy’s queen and East’s king.
East switched to a diamond, ducked to West, who
won the ♦K and exited with a diamond to Alan’s
♦A.

Now ready to lead hearts, Alan was at the
critical juncture. He thought he had a count on the
opponents’ distribution, but he didn’t need it. He
also knew he didn’t need the heart finesse, so he led
a heart to dummy’s ace. 

That dropped the singleton king, but that was
just a pleasant bonus, as Alan was always making
nine tricks as long as East didn’t hold the guarded
♥K. If West held the ♥K, Alan could force it out
and claim, since West was out of clubs. 

Alan’s careful play scored plus 630 and 13
IMPs, as his teammates defended 4♠ down two at
the other table.

10-count and four-card suit when his clubs are
known to be weak. There is a good chance that his
spades are strong, so at pairs, try 3♠. If you do so,
partner raises to 4♠ and makes 11 tricks holding:

♦ K Q 2
♣ 8 6 4 2

Of course, 3♠ will also be good news for
partner should he hold a stronger hand that could
make a possible club slam. 

(2)  You are very good for your previous
bidding. Very few pairs reached slam, yet can
partner have less than his actual hand for his slam
try? He held:

♠ A 9 7 3
♥ A J 8 4
♦ 9
♣ 8 5 3 2

6♣ is, of course, cold. 

(3)  There is no guarantee of hitting an 8-card fit
if you bid, and no certainty of defeating 3♥ doubled
if you pass. But you will go plus a lot of the time if
you pass, and minus a lot of the time if you bid.
Passing is the long-term winner at matchpoints.
Partner held:

♠ A K 8 5 3
♥ 10
♦ Q 3 2
♣ K 10 7 6

3♥ doubled is down one and North-South are

down in anything they bid (West is 2-5-3-3; East is
4-4-3-2). 

(4) The field was bidding 3NT and going down
facing:

♣ K 10 8 4

Our opponent passed and went plus for 23.5 out
of 25 matchpoints. I like the Pass. You have no
source of tricks, the ♠K is known to be offside, and
partner, who is short in spades, could not double.
3NT will often fail, but you need very little from
partner to defeat 3♠.

It’s a game of inches
By Robert Abrams

On July 22, my bridge partner, Joanne Walker
of Atlanta, earned her gold card in Las Vegas in a
most unlikely manner. She needed 4 gold points to
become a Life Master. We were playing in the
two-session stratified open pairs. In one session,
we had just an average game. We needed a
considerably better game in the second session to
place in the overalls. We were having a very good
game when we pick up the following deal (hands
rotated):

Dlr:  South ♠ 10 7 3 2
Vul:  None ♥ A Q 9 8 7

♦ J 5
♣ 8 6

♠ 6 4 ♠ J 8
♥ J 6 5 4 2 ♥ K
♦ A 9 8 2 ♦ Q 10 7 4 3

♣ A J 9 7

East’s 2NT was unusual for the minors.
West led the ♣3 to the queen and declarer’s

ace. She drew trumps in two rounds, then led a
low heart from hand. West played low and my
partner went into a long huddle, then called for the
ace, dropping East’s singleton ♥K. She then
played dummy’s remaining club, taken by East
with the king. East then shifted to a low diamond,
and again Joanne went into a long huddle, finally
guessing right by playing low. West won the ♦A,
the last trick for the defense.

Plus 450 was a tie for top. After Joanne’s two
winning plays, East looked at me with an
expression that suggested she had just seen
someone walk on water. A quarter of the field
went down at 4♠. 

We ended up with a 62% game and won 7
gold points. If Joanne had gone down in 4♠, we
would have fallen a few spots in the overalls and
would have won only 3.83 gold points, .2 shy of
what Joanne needed to become a Life Master.

The moral of the story? Sometimes we control
our own destinies, and sometimes it’s better to
follow our gut instincts rather than the odds.

Bid Box Alerts and
Announcements

When using bid boxes, ACBL suggests that
players tap the Alert strip and say “Alert” at the
same time.

When making an announcement, use the
announcement word —- such as “transfer” —- and
tap the Alert strip at the same time.

A player who Alerts or announces a bid
should make sure his opponents are aware that an
Alert or announcement has been made.

The extra
chance of finding East with three spades and
fewer than three clubs had come in.

Aker received the more challenging diamond
lead. With one fewer entry to the dummy, declarer
has a choice of lines. He could duplicate the line
taken by Hamman (now you can cope only with a
doubleton club with East). Of you can win the
♦A, cash the ♥K, play three rounds of spades,
pitching a club, cash the ♣A and ruff a club, then
play a heart to the ace, ruff a club and exit with a
trump to get to the same position that Hamman
did. It’s close as to which line is better, but as it
happens both work.

Master Open Pairs – the first North American title
for each, although they have multiple wins in
high-level international events. Here they are in
action:

odd). Declarer, Gawrys, paused to consider the
inferences available from the auction and the
opening lead.

The ♦6 looked like third-best, suggesting a
four-card suit. Because West made a preemptive
raise in diamonds, East was more likely to hold
length in the majors. With diamonds likely 4–4,
East was marked for club shortness. If the
diamond trick were won in dummy in order to
play a trump toward the closed hand, East might
rise with the ace and shoot a club through. The
club ruff would be obvious to West at that point.

Even if declarer were to immediately cash the
high diamonds to pitch one of the clubs, West
would win the ♣A on the first round of the suit
and play another. Despite the fact that East can be
overruffed, declarer, with a minimum of two
black-suit losers and at least two trump losers, will
find himself a trick short in the ending.

So, Gawrys won the opening lead with the
♦A and make the key play of a low club. West
flew with the ace, but couldn’t be sure who held
the singleton club. West then shifted to a low
spade, and the defensive club ruff was no longer
available.

Gawrys held up on the ♠A one round, crossed
to the high diamonds and discarded a club. The
♣K was next, ruffed by East’s ♥3, overruffed with
the ♥4. This was the position:

dummy (East playing the jack) and played the
♠A, uncovering the 5–0 break. Despite this
annoyance, however, Mignocchi brought home the
contract with a trump coup and some good
guesswork as to East’s distribution.

When declarer called for another trump from
dummy, East erred by rising with the king. So
what is the right play? Keep reading. East exited
with the ♥10 to dummy.

Mignocchi next cashed the ♦A K and ruffed a
diamond. When East pitched a club on the third
round, declarer had a strong inferential count on
the deal: East was known to have five spades and
two diamonds. Also, East’s heart spots suggested a
doubleton, so Mignocchi gave East a 5=2=2=4
pattern.

Declarer crossed to a high club and ran the
suit, picking up East’s trumps when the defender
was forced to ruff in front of the South hand.

To see why this makes a
difference, consider the end-game after declarer
covers the ♠10, crosses to a high heart and strips
the diamonds (East pitching a club).

After winning the opening heart lead, declarer
must play a low spade from dummy at trick two.
This has the effect of preserving a vital entry to
dummy late in the play to execute the trump coup

against East. Good luck finding that play at the
table.

won by West’s ♥A. West exited with a diamond
and declarer played four rounds of the suit ending
in dummy.

The ♠10 was advanced, covered and ducked
by declarer.
