Leon represented District 8 at the
North American Open Pairs a record five times, and
he was the District 9 Grand National Team representa-
tive on two occasions.

Leon had been in poor health in recent years, re-
sulting in a reduction in his bridge activity. His recent
death has removed a (too rarely encountered) sense o
joy from local bridge.
