A multinational team captained by Sweden’s Peter Bertheau scored a
near-blitz on the final round to move from third place to first by 1.5 Victory
Points in the Jacoby Open Swiss Teams.

The winners are Bertheau and Fredrik Nystrom of Sweden, Italian stars
Fulvio Fantoni and Claudio Nunes, American Christal Henner-Welland and
transplanted Canadian Fred Gitelman.

They surged into first while the first- and second-place teams – cap-
tained by John Kranyak and Eddie Wold – fought it out. Wold beat Kranyak
by 12 IMPs, not enough to win the event because the Bertheau squad defeat-
ed their final-round opponents by 27 IMPs for 19 VPs out of 20.

Their final total was 135.25 Victory Points to 133.75 for Wold, who was
playing with George Rosenkranz, Mike Passell, Eric Greco and Geoff
Hampson. The high finish earned Hampson the Mott-Smith Trophy for win-
ning the most masterpoints at the Spring NABC.

Third place went to John and Ken Kranyak, Gavin Wolpert and Vincent

Their sessions were 64%, 50%, 60% and 57%,
leaving them with a final score of 430.36 (13 top) to
418.56 for the runners-up: Lester Gottlieb of White
Plains NY and Richard Avazian of Suffern NY.

Christensen, of Baltimore, works for the Social
Security Administration. Wissman, of Arlington VA,
is a contract officer for the U.S. Department of State.

Although their second qualifying game turned
out to be average, it didn’t start that way. Christensen
said it wasn’t until the seventh round of that session
that they had an above-average board. “We realized
we were in danger of not qualifying,” said Wissman,
“so we stepped it up.”

After their first set of 64%, the average game that
evening was good enough for them to hold the lead
at the halfway point. They built on it in the two final
sessions.

Although the two have known each other for 18
years, they’ve played together only for about two.
They play a 2/1 game force system with a few gadg-
ets – “Washington Standard – what we learned from
Steve Robinson,” said Wissman.

The NAP Flight C was the second national event
the two had played together. The first was the Red
Ribbon Pairs earlier in the tournament. They came in
28th overall.
