When declarer played on clubs, Marty could
ruff the second one and play another spade. Which-
ever hand declarer ruffed in, she had only clubs left
to lead and Marty scored his last trump.

Note that if Marty ruffs in on either of the dia-
monds, he allows the contract to make. Declarer has
communication in clubs to ruff a spade and then cross
to hand to draw the last trump.
