Blue Ribbon Winners: Steve Landen and Pratap Rajadhyaksha

Pratap, Landen win
Blue Ribbon Pairs

Steve Landen and Pratap Rajadhyaksha, one of North America's strongest
partnerships, came from behind in the second final session to win the Kaplan
Blue Ribbon Pairs by less than half a board.

Their margin of victory over runners-up Ernesto Muzzio and Alejandro
Bianchedi of Argentinawas 20.16 matchpoints on atop of 51.

After thefirst final session, the winners were in eighth place, but they
fashioned a 59.31% game in the evening session to come out on top.

The victory made up for their second-place finish in the event in 2001,
when Pratap revoked in the final round, costing eight matchpoints and
dropping them from awin to a second place, five matchpoints out of first. The
opponents, Pratap said, were not aware of the revoke, which he called to their
attention.

Landen is a stay-at-home dad, minding son Matthew, 12, and daughter
Samantha, 14 — but he also has been “playing alot of bridge.” Pratap has
retired from an engineering business and does some part-time consulting work

Curtis Smith 1925-2007

Expert player Curtis Smith = " : ——
died Nov. 28 after along battle
with cancer. Smith, who has
been absent from the world of
high-level bridge for several
years, was an ACBL Grand
Life Master with more than
12,000 masterpoints.

Smith’'s NABC titles
include the Open Pairs (1960),
the Spingold KO (1966 and
1977) and the Grand National
Teams (1977). He had six
second-place finishes in national titles.

Smith, of Grapeland TX, was also an author. He wrote Bidding Through
Logic and was a contributor to the Bridge Bulletin.

Eddie Wold, one of North America's top players, said he won his first
major championship, the Grand National Teams, playing with Smith. At the
same tournament, they also won the Spingold Knockout Teams.

“Curtis was a very tough rubber bridge player,” said Wold. “He taught me
alot about the game.”

Board member Dan Morse was on the same winning team with Smith and
Wold.

“He was an old-time player, kind of arascal and a gambler. He could be a
challenging partner, but he was a very good dummy player,” Morse said.

She said she had a

or four days aweek in

bridge sectional as a caddy at the Big Bear Bridge
Sectional. Tournament Director George Winter
and his wife, Janine, were my mentors. That's how
| began my life as a traveling caddy.

| have been fortunte to meet alot of very
interesting people from all walks of life, including
scientists, publishers, rock climbers, bridge
directors, engineers, teachers, doctors, lawyers,
plumbers, etc.

| have found bridge to be a great game for
keeping the mind sharp.

The average age of the bridge player isin the
60s, so on my own | took a CPR class to prepare
myself. | have seem some health emergencies at
tournaments, and I’ m at that golden age mysalf.

The question | get most frequently from
bridge players is about whether | play bridge. The
answer is no, but | play agreat dummy. | do take
my caddy paycheck to the bank, which | enjoy as
much as bridge players do winning masterpoints.

| am grateful to the bridge player who are
considerate of my job. | appreciate when they put
the pickup slips where | ask them to. | don’'t want
to interrupt the game, nor do | want to trip on
objects left on the floor.

The same applies when | am moving boards. |
am pleased when the players hand me the boards
during team events.

| am atraveling caddy, so you have seen me at
tournaments in Florida, Las Vegas and many in
Southern California.

One of my observations about bridge is that it
needs to attract more younger players, and
caddying is one way of introducing bridge to these
players — and they need to see the positive side of
bridge.

Willie Nelson recorded my theme song: “On
the Road Again.” | hope to see you at the next
tournament.

Joan Cohen
1932 - 2007

Joan Cohen, widow of former ACBL chief
executive Ralph Cohen, died Nov. 1in Troy NY
of a brain tumor. She was 75.

Cohen, born Joan Goodman in Montreal, was
the matriarch of afamily that included three sons
— Jordan, Billy and Mitchell — and six
grandchildren. She was surrogate mother to many
bridge players in her long association with the
game. Many believe Ralph’s five-year battle with
cancer would have ended sooner without Joan's
unyielding support. Ralph died in June 2006.

Joan was interred next to Ralph at Beth
Sholom Memorial Gardensin Memphis. At the
service, she was praised for her character and her
devotion to her family. “She did everything with
style and panache,” said Jordan. Asfor her interest
in family members, “No detail was too small.”

West started with the ¢ K, taken by Itabashi in
hand. He played a club to the queen, cashed the
A and played a spade to the 9 in his hand. Next
he ruffed a club low, then played a heart to his ace
and ruffed his fourth club with dummy’s aK.
Another spade to the jack, followed by the ace,
and trumps were drawn. Itabashi conceded a
diamond trick at the end for plus 480 and a lot of
matchpoints.

Take ‘em all

This deal from the second semifinal session of
the Kaplan Blue Ribbon Pairs was good for a
grand slam — not that anyone could bid it.

She attended almost every
class| held, and played a couple times aweek to
boot. | had played with her before, and twice she
had not responded to my takeout double, leaving
the opponents in a one-level contract — which
they made with overtricks, of course, for amillion
points. And darn if it didn’t happen again that day.
| was taking a deep breath to start yelling — yeah,
| know ... | should know better — when my better
self screamed in my ear to trust my partner. No
sound from me.

Turned out Jo had learned her lesson the
previous week. She had a Sears-Tower-high trump
stack behind the bidder and we set them for a
phone number. | was so proud of her! And so glad
| had some faith in her. She deserved it! And it
was an opportunity for me to re-learn a critical
partnership lesson.

“Support your partner.” Just like Elizabeth ...
she let me know my egregious error was okay
with her ... she, too, had made mistakes. I'll bet
thereisn’'t asingle error your Pard makes that you
haven't made in the last month, no?

“Whose team are you on, anyway?’ Think
about a time when the opponents actually had the
nerve to correct you ... and your partner chimed
in. It happens often and, to me, is unspeakable.
Two opponentsiis plenty.

“If your partner is playing like a watermelon,

pretend you are a pro getting
$500 for the game.” And your
pard is probably having the same
fantasy.

“What will the neighbors
say?’ One reason for being nice
to your partner: People are
watching. Once upon atime, we
had a new couple start playing at
alocal club. The man could not
play a single hand without
berating his partner or the
opponents. His own game was
horrific. “1 play common-sense
bridge!” he announced. “We all
know that is code for ‘1 have no
ideawhat I’m doing,” but since
I’'m perfect, it hasto beright.”
He couldn’t buy a board, so of
course it was his partner’s fault
... or the opponents'. If they had
played the game right, he could
have beaten them. No one could
understand why his partner (and
she wasn't even hiswife) would
tolerate him.

Play commentary: When East plays the aQ,

assumes a fourth-highest lead. If the rule doesn’t
work, it means that a fourth-highest card wasn't
led.

Defensive commentary: When East playsthe
A Q, West knows South has the aJ. With the Q-J,
East plays the jack, the lower equal.

Play commentary #2: As South, after
winning the aK, you know West has the aA-10-8-
(x), and you aso know you can't stand to let East

Trandation: You need five, not six, diamond tricks
to make 3NT. The best play for five tricks, at the
same time keeping East at bay (in case East has
four diamonds to the jack) is to cross to the vK
and lead a diamond to the 10. If it wins and West
follows, you have six diamond tricks and an
overtrick.

day these “players’ come in their thousands to the
big common area. The directors immediately act
with a coordination and focus that is bewildering
to one acquainted only with their laidback, and
often boozy, den behavior.

Like dolphins packing schools of sardinesinto
tight clusters or farm dogs nipping at the heels of
recalcitrant sheep, the directors separate players
into neat groups. Each group sits at atable
equipped with four plastic containers, which |
assume contain food pellets.

It isat this point that my study falters; | have
no idea what the players are doing. They sitin
silence for hours while the directors cruise among
them issuing reprimands and the occasional slap,
seemingly at random.

| thought | had a breakthrough one day when |
discovered a“law book” among my husband’'s
soiled garments. | believed this book would prove
to be the Rosetta stone that finally explained the
directors behavior.

Alas, it is completely incomprehensible. At
one point, it asserts that hesitating during play isa
potential violation of the rules. The lowliest UNO
player knows and cherishes hesitation, or the
classic “psych-out”; how can it be forbidden here?
(I dare not interrupt the game to ask. When they
are working, the directors are as unapproachable
as a $5 can of Pringlesin a mini-bar.) It makes no
sense, and so my study continues.

After along day, the players migrate to
Denny’s, and the directors to their lair. Their den
behavior is much as | remember it. They are
generous and hospitable to a fault. (I note that at
some point, the directors must have discovered
metallurgy; their heating device for popcorn has
benefited greatly by the addition of a door.)

They are till fascinating, these...directorsin
the mist.

Return of the No. 9 bus

As we have aready noticed, intra-finesses are
like No. 9 buses. You wait afew years, then they
all come at once.

When that happens, you can be sure that
something unusual or interesting has happened.
This was the deal from the Blue Ribbon Pairs
semifinal. Mike Becker was playing with Aubrey
Strul (hands rotated).

Becker decided not to make a support
redouble but to settle for asimple INT rebid.
Accordingly, he got to play 3« rather than 2as,
which might make plus 110 or 140.

In 3%, the heart lead went to the queen, king
and ace. Becker crossed to the dummy with the vJ
for a spade to the king and ace. He could have
taken the intra-finesse before playing on spades,
but he wanted to find out where the spade honors
were in case he needed to guess diamonds.

West won the a A and returned a diamond to
East’s ace. Becker won the diamond continuation
with the king, then pitched a diamond from
dummy on the »10. He ruffed a diamond, then
played a spade to the queen and put East in with a
third round of spades. This was the ending:

East led a diamond, ruffed by Becker with the
+8. West discarded his heart, and Becker
overruffed with dummy’s 9. Becker now took
the intra-finesse by playing the good a8 from
dummy. East ruffed in with the %10, Becker
overruffed with the jack and West overruffed with
the queen. West was endplayed, however, forced
to lead from «Q 3. Plus 110 was good for 61 out
of 105 matchpoints.

Still going strong at 91

The venerable George Rosenkranz led his
team to victory in the top bracket of the Tuesday-
Wednesday KO, playing with Venkatrao Koneru,
Bauke Muller, Simon De Wijs, Fu Zhong and
Zhao Jie. On this dea from the final, Hall of
Famer Rosenkranz, 91, found the killer opening
lead to defeat a game contract.

Rosenkranz picked up (spots approximate):

A874 98643 4952 £Q43

His partner, Koneru, opened a Precision 1.
Rosenkranz's right-hand opponent, Hemant Lall,
overcalled INT. Rosenkranz passed, and his LHO,
Bob Hamman, bid 3NT, ending the auction.

If you held Rosenkranz's hand, what would
you lead? Decide before reading further.

First, Rosenkranz felt that the opponents had
diamonds well under control. Second, a Precision
1+ opening is nebulous regarding suit length or
quality. Also, for those familiar with Precision, it
is frequently the case that a 14 opening may
conceal club length or values. Further, the only
suit to which he could make a contribution on
defense was clubs. Therefore, he led the 3.

The club lead is necessary to defeat the
contract (declarer can make 10 tricks otherwise).
At the other table, the contract was INT making
four on a non-club lead. Plus 100 and plus 180
gave the Rosenkranz team a 7-IMP pickup; they
won the match by 2 IMPs. Had Rosenkranz failed
to find the club lead, his side would have lost 10
IMPs and the match.

No calls, please

Cell phones, audible pagers or any similar
communication equipment may not be operated or
operable in the playing
area during a session of
play at NABCs except for
health-related equipment
or by permission of the
director-in-charge of the
tournament or event.

Entry fees

Players must be ACBL members whose service
fees or dues are current in order to compete in any
of the following nationally ranked events: Nail Life
Master Open Pairs, Smith Life Master Women's
Pairs, Reisinger Board-a-Match Teams, Keohane
North American Swiss Teams, Kaplan Blue Ribbon

Regional championships are $15.50 per player
per session for ACBL members, $17.50 for non-
members.

All other events are $14.50 per player per
session for ACBL members, $16.50 for non-
members.

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Don’t Miss the Swiss

Play begins today in the six-session Keohane
North American Swiss Teams, with semifinal
matches on Saturday and the final matches on
Sunday.

The 2006 champs were Tony Kasday, Disa
Eythorsdottir, Jon Baldursson, Thorlakur Jonsson,
Bjarni Einarsson and Sigurbjorn Haraldsson.

Players will be vying for the Keohane Trophy,
donated by Ethel Keohane in 1973 in memory of
her husband, William H. Kechane, one of the
leading New England bridge personalities.

Bill Keohane (1896-1972) was a consulting
engineer, bridge teacher and bridge administrator.
He served as chairman of the 1970 Summer
NABC in Boston and, for many years, was
chairman of the New England Individual
Championship.

Keohane was elected in 1972 to a one-year
term as the first District Director of the newly
created District 25 (New England). He died later
that year, just before he was to attend his first
Board mesting.

The Keohane Trophy was presented for the
Open Individual Championship until it was re-
designated in 1995 by the ACBL Board of
Directors for the North American Swiss Teams.

West started with the ¢ K, won by dummy’s
ace as East followed with the jack.

On the surface, it appears that the defenders
have five tricks: two spades, two clubs and a
heart.

At trick two, Smith led a spade to the king,
ducked. The aQ was taken by the ace. At this
point, West erred by continuing with a diamond,
and declarer took full advantage.

Smith ruffed the diamond and discontinued
pulling trumps. Instead, he led a club. West played
low and the 10 forced East’s ace. Another
diamond was ruffed by declarer, who led another
club. West took the king and switched to a heart,
taken by Smith in hand with the king.

Finally, declarer played the aJ, leaving West
with the good 10, and he played a heart to
dummy’s ace, cashed the «Q and, at trick 12,
ruffed dummy’s last diamond.

At trick 13, West had to ruff East’s winning
heart.

It was awell-earned plus 140 for declarer.

The Facts: The director was called at the
conclusion of play. East protested that canapé was
not pre-Alerted. Had it been, East claimed he
would have instructed partner to make a takeout
double with less rigorous regard to shape. In this
case, the auction could have been: Pass-Pass-1v-
Dbl; Pass-Pass-??, with unknown results, all of
which would be better for E-W than the table
result.

The Ruling: In accordance with Laws 40 B
and 75 A, it was judged that, if canapé had been
pre-Alerted, the auction could have been: Pass-
Pass-1v-Dbl; Pass-Pass-Redbl-2v; Pass-4v. The
table result was adjusted to 4v by West making
five, E-W plus 650.

The Appeal: The appellants presented two
arguments against the director'sruling: 1) It is
unlikely that West would double 1w, even with
"less rigorous" standards for takeout doubles, and
thisis an apparent predication upon which the
director found arriving at 4 was likely;

2) Both East and West knew that their
extensive system notes made reference to less
rigorous takeout double standards for canapé
opening bids. Therefore, there was no damage
accruing to them from their inability to remind
each other of the content of those notes.

At the table, West said that he was aware of
the content of the system notes with regard to less
rigorous standards for takeout doubles.

The Decision: The committee found that the
E-W pair was not damaged by the failure of N-S
to pre-Alert their canapé approach. Both East and
West were aware of their defensive system (in
their system notes) for canapé bids. With that
knowledge, their approach to this hand would not
have changed if they had been pre-Alerted.

Four-man squad captu

The team captained by Polish transplant Jacek
Pszczola, last among the qualifiers for the Reisinger
Board a Match Teams find, took off like arocket at
the start of the second final session and emerged
with awin by three quarters of a board in arguably
the toughest game on the ACBL caendar.

Pszczola, known more familiarly as Peps Cola,
was playing with Gary Cohler, Joe Grue and Curtis
Cheek.

The Pszczola team, with Reese Milner as
unofficial non playing captain, were at the bottom
of the 10 team field - with zero carryover - starting
play in the final round. In the first 15 boards of the
second final, they scored aremarkable 12 wins. In
rounds four and five, they played two of the leading
teams - captained by Rose Méeltzer and Russ
Ekeblad - both ahead of them in the standings, and
took three of three boards from each.

The Reisinger

The event is contested for the Reisinger Trophy
(the Chicago Trophy until 1965). It is a Six-session
open team-of-four event scored by board-a-match
with two qualifying sessions, two semifinal sessons
and two final sessions. It was contested as a four-
session championship until 1966.

The event began in 1929 as the North American
Open Team Championship and the prize was the
Chicago Trophy, donated by the Auction Bridge
Club of Chicago. (In 1928, the open team
competition was for the Harold S. Vanderbilt Cup.)

The Chicago Trophy was replaced in 1965 by
the Reisinger Memorid Trophy, donated by the
Greater New York Bridge Association in memory of
Curt H. Reisinger.

Reisinger (1891-1964), New York City, was a
principal patron of contract bridge and the American
Contract Bridge League in the early years of both.

Reisinger was a great-grandson of Anheuser
and a grandson of Busch, co-founders of the
brewery from which he inherited great wealth. That
wedlth enabled him to become a stalwart financia
supporter of the game, aswell as a noted
philanthropist on afar larger scale.

In the years when there was often a struggle to
meet the League's modest payroll, Reisinger was
often called upon and never failed to help with a
loan or an outright gift. His support made possible
several early contract bridge tournaments, clubs and
books.

Among the positions in which he served were
director of the United States Bridge Association,
president of the Greater New York Bridge
Association and chairman of the ACBL. In 1953,
Reisinger was named ACBL Honorary Member.
