En route to victory
in the Blue Ribhon

The secret to winning the Blue Ribbon Pairs is
one I'm happy to share; actually, it's not much of
a secret. What you need is a partner who plays
very well indeed, opponents who make mistakes,
and you to smile graciously and follow suit. As |
heard Chip Martel remark between sessions of the
semifinal, “Yesterday we played almost perfectly
and barely qualified; today we're slopping tricks
and have a huge game. It's better to be lucky than

If your opponents get to the right contract
when the gremlins have dealt the cards, you're in
trouble. On the other hand, when it's your day,
this sort of thing happens.
