Masterpoints are awarded in certain colors,
and you must have a minimum number of points
in avariety of colorsto reach Life Master status.
The most common is black points, which you can
win in aclub duplicate game. Most silver points

as STaCs (Sectional
Tournaments at Clubs).
The elusive red and
gold points come from
regional tournaments
and NABC:s.

New requirements
for attaining Life
Master status will take
effect Jan. 1 for players
who join after Dec. 31
or who let their
memberships lapse
after that date before
becoming Life
Masters. Current
members who maintain
active status can
qualify under existing
rules. Under the new
rules, players will need
500 masterpoints with
at least 50 gold;
another 50 red or gold;
75 silver and 75 black.

Current requirements are 300 total points with at
least 25 gold, another 25 red or gold, 50 silver
and 50 black.

Two ways to mine for gold points at this
NABC:

1) Knockouts: Also known as KOs. Scored by
IMPs (as are Swiss teams), your team plays a
session against another team (see Tournament
Terminology below). Whoever wins that match
advances to the next round. Usudly there are four
or more rounds. If you win two matches, you will
win some gold points. Thisis the easiest way to
win your gold points.

2) Section top or overall placing in Strat A or
B of atwo-session open pairs. My first two gold

points were achieved this way. Being first in your
section in Stratum A (open) or B (usualy up to
2000) will net you some gold points for that
session. Placing in the final for both sessions of
the event will also win gold. But you need to be
very good or very lucky (sometimes both) to be
successful in this event.

Tournament Terminology 101

If you're confused by the terms used to
describe the different types of bridge events
played at clubs and tournaments, you're not
aone. Hereisalist of some common bridge
events with explanations.

Knockout teams: an event in which one team
of four, five or six players — with four playing at a
time — plays another team. The losers are
eliminated or “knocked out,” and the winners play
other winners until only one winning team
remains.

The length of a KO match may vary from a
single session to a full day (the Vanderbilt and
Spingold) to a multi-day event (the Bermuda
Bowl).

Bracketed knockout teams: a KO in which
teams are divided into groups — usually of 8, 16 or
32 teams — based on their masterpoint holdings.
The top group — Bracket | —and al other groups
compete in a separate event with their own set of
winners.

Compact knockout teams:. a shorter version
of Bracketed KO teams.

Swiss teams. an event in which ateam of
four, five or six players —with four playing at a
time — plays other teams in seven-, eight- or nine-
board matches. Team A sits North-South at Table
1 and East-West at Table 2 while Team B sits
East-West at Table 1 and North-South at Table 2.
The results are compared and scored by
International Match Points (IMPs).

Pairings for the first round are random.
Pairings for succeeding rounds are determined by
ateam’s win-loss record or victory point total.

International Match Points (IMPs):; the
most common method of scoring Swiss teams
matches. Scoring example: if Team A scores plus
620 for bidding and making 4a on a particular
deal and Team B scores only plus 170 (they didn’t
bid the game), the difference is 450 — which
convertsto 10 IMPs. The IMP chart is shown on
the inside of your convention card.

Victory Points (VPs): a method of scoring
Swiss teams matches. After the scores are
compared and converted to IMPs, the IMPtotal is
converted to victory points. A team’s VP total may
be used to determine its next opponents and its
final standing.

Sue led the » 10, and Bruce cashed the top two
hearts and gave his partner a ruff. She exited with
the #Q to Mayefsky’s singleton king. He played a
spade to dummy’s queen, cashed the A and ruffed
aclub to hand, then ran the rest of histrumps.

In the three-card ending, declarer had the
+A 97 opposite ¢K J5. Mayefsky knew Bruce had
five hearts, and he had followed to two spades and
three clubs. Inferring that West's %10 was a true
card, that gave him 2=5=3=3 shape, meaning he
was a dight favorite to hold the Q.

Backing his judgment, Mayefsky played a
diamond to the king and followed with the jack,
pinning East’s doubleton 10 to bring home a tough
contract.

The Facts. The director was called after the
play was concluded. The E-W explanation was
confirmed by what appeared on the convention
card. West chose to bid 2a because he thought it
was more likely to be partner's suit. South said
that he thought 2a required an Alert as pass or
correct. E-W believed that heart tolerance was
implied by the free 2a bid and it was not pass or
correct.

The Ruling: The director determined that
there was no infraction or failure to Alert.
Therefore, the table result of 3a by South making
six, N-S plus 230, was allowed to stand.

The Appeal: N-S appealed. All four players
attended the hearing. In response to a question by
South (before South bid 3a), North stated that
East had explained after some thought that West
must have heart tolerance.

East stated that he had explained West's bid as
willing to play 2a or 3v. East denied a significant
pause before the explanation.

North responded to East's statement by
indicating that such an explanation was, in effect,
"pass or correct.”

The committee determined that the 2¢ bidisa
Mid-Chart convention and, as such, required a
pre-Alert before the start of play. No pre-Alert was
given.

The Decision: The committee determined that
in spite of the failure to pre-Alert the 2¢ bid and
the failure to Alert the 2a bid, the damage to N-S
was self-inflicted. Per Law 21B3, E-W gained no
advantage from the irregularities. Therefore, the
committee allowed the table result of 3a by South
making six, N-S plus 230, to stand for both sides.

The committee determined that the appea had
merit.

ACBL bans electronic

devices in national events

The ACBL Board of Directors approved a
comprehensive ban on electronic devices for all
national level events, but not regional or
Intermediate Newcomer contests:

Electronic devices, excluding health related
equipment, capable of sending or receiving
communication, including but not limited to,
headphones, earphones, cellular phones and
minicomputers: (1) shall not be allowed in the
playing areas, adjacent hallways, restrooms or
accessible break areas; and (2) shall not be used
during a session.

These restrictions shall apply to all pairs,
team members, captains, coaches, recorders and
kibitzers and shall apply throughout any actual
playing session or segment.

A violation of this policy shall result in a
disciplinary penalty of one full board (or 12 IMPs
at that form of scoring) for the first offense. A
second offense shall result in disqualification from
the event for the pair/team.

Kibitzers violating this policy shall be
removed from the playing area for the remainder
of the session.

Participants in the following contests will be
reminded not to approach the playing area with a
personal electronic device in their possession,
even if the device is turned off: al flights of the
Grand National Teams, the von Zedtwitz, Bruce
and Young Life Master Pairs, the Spingold
Knackout Teams, both Mini-Spingolds, the Wagar
Women's Knockout Teams, the Truscott/USPC
Senior Swiss Teams, the Wernher Open Pairs, the
NABC+ Fast Pairs, the Mixed Board-a-Match
Teams, the Open Swiss Teams and the National
199er Pairs.

What do you look for in a partner? Idedly,
you want someone you can be in sync with, whose
mind set is similar to yours. You want a partner
you can communicate with, argue with, laugh
with, and in the end, start over with.
to mean the same thing every time? Are you very
literal? Very creative? Do you like to experiment?
These are factors that should influence how you
complete your convention card, how you choose
your partners, how you approach the game, but

If you want asimple game, alight hobby, a
straightforward convention card, you are not going
to be happy with someone who takes the game
very seriously, wants to try any and all
conventions, and analyzes each deal to the nth
wisely.

Choosing a system

Now you and your partner must choose and
learn the language with which you are going to
communicate. Go over your convention card. Ask

What are the best conventions? They are the
ones that suit you, your personality, your game,
your approach to the game. They are the ones you
and your partner agree on and discuss thoroughly.

It is amazing the different ways there are to
you play Gerber?’ Once you agree to play
Gerber, ask your partner, how do you play
Gerber? Do you play straight Gerber, do you play
it only over notrump, do you play 1430 mini-maxi
Gerber, etc. Almost al partnership
discussion.

Remember, t0o, you are striving to create a
unified system — one that works and flows
together, that meshes. Check for duplications. Do
you have two hids for the same hand type? Does
now? Too much too soon is a common source of
misunderstandings and friction. You want
partnership rapport, not necessarily every
convention in the book!

Keeping a partner
however, isflexibility. That convention card is
only a piece of paper. A system is not written in
concrete. It can be amended, changed, modified.
It can be screwed up in aball and thrown away!

If asystem or convention isn’t working for
new, experiment. Ask an expert, read a book, take
lessons.

If you are a serious student of the game, keep
alog with al your bidding agreements. Upgrade it
regularly. Go over it with your partner at least

And finally, when misunderstandings do occur
— asthey inevitably will — stay calm and cool. Ask
yourself what you would want your partner to say
to you if you had made that stupid bid! After all,
you both have the same goal in mind. These
misunderstandings can be good learning tools and
engender illuminating discussions. A “bad” bid
can lead to bigger and better things. You may even
thank your partner for his or her mistake!!

End result

So, partners, discuss your goals, learn your
own specia bridge language. Be flexible and
open-minded. Use your misunderstandings to lead
to even greater understandings. Then you will
aways have a good time at the bridge table, with
agreat chance for success.

As
North, | knew that Eric Leong, my partner, might be
using 3a asatry for 3NT, but | thought bidding the
notrump game was against the odds.

Indeed, Leong had aready assured himself a
reasonable result smply by playing 5.

On thelead of the #2 (third and fifth), East won
the jack and played a top heart. Leong ruffed, then
guessed very well to play trumps from the top. West
won the #Q — dummy pitching the v Q and East the
v A —and exited with a heart.

Leong ruffed, advanced the « J and went up
with the king, cashed the ¢ A, noting the fall of the
9, then ran the ¢ 10, pitching a spade, and claimed
11 trickswhen it held.

So who made the mistake?

East deserves some blame. The lead of the 2
should have alerted East to the fact that no more
hearts were cashing. That being so, athough a spade
switch could pick up avulnerable queen in partner’s
hand, declarer was surely marked with only four
spades — so dummy’s threatening diamond spots
required a spade shift at trick two to disodge that
entry from dummy.

If East shiftsto a spade, declarer will give up
the spade entry at once, or West will didodge it
later.

Finally, might West have considered a devious
shift to the aJ at trick six? If declarer gets that right
and works out how to play diamonds from there,
good luck to him!
